2. An original proof of having completed the first year of aspirantura (or doctoral degree for post-doc applications) and enrolment of the applicant for the ongoing academic year at the home institution as doctoral student (or teaching staff for post-doc applications). 
3. An original signed letter of recommendation and support by the home promoter or head of  department for academic staff. (maximum 2 pages, in English). The promoter/head of department confirms his/her support to the candidate and his/her approval of the assignment. He/she can give more information about the assignment context (contacts with local institutions, organisations or partners; a framework in which this project is situated, …). This information can be used as a selection criterion.
4. If necessary the student should add a summary translation in English of the acceptance letter (maximum 1 page).
